LOTRA RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR BUILDING USE

ADOPTED MARCH 3, 2004

LOTRA is a non-profit organization that is funded primarily on membership fees.  The building was designed and built mainly for horsemanship activities; however, LOTRA is open to use by other community organizations and their activities that are reasonable for use by our facility.

The schedule for LOTRA is to be set once a year in the fall and will serve as the official schedule for the year.  The list shall be prepared and sent to our insurance company for liability insurance premium preparation.

Adjustments to this list will require the entity who scheduled the even after the official list is finalized, to provide LOTRA with proof of insurance or the payment of any fees our insurance company charges for the additional event.

Events which are not sponsored by LOTRA:  The entity hosting the event shall provide an insurance rider to LOTRA prior to the event.

Building rental fees are:
General Charges are $250 per day

All requests for building use shall be made in writing by the entity requesting the use and approved in writing by the LOTRA board of directors.

LOTRA reserves the right to charge a damage deposit and to adjust the building rental fees per scheduled event.
