All Lander Pioneer Days Queen, Jr. Queen, and Princess contestants must be a resident 
of Fremont County, Wyoming. Queen contestants must be between the ages of 18 – 23 
as of 1/1/24. Jr. Queen contestants must be between the ages of 13 – 17 as of 1/1/24. 
Princess contestants must be between the ages of 7 – 12 as of 1/1/24.   
 
The Lander Valley Cattlewomen will hold the Little Prince & Princess Contest at the 
beginning of this contest, at 6:00 pm at the LOTRA barn. These young cowgirls and 
cowboys must be 4-6 years old at the time of the May 16 contest.
